LEED TM UPDATE

CH2M Hill South Building Project Team

Developer: Denver Technological Center (DTC)

In June, CH2M HILL’s South Building (one of three on the
company’s new Denver campus) became the third LEEDTM-Certified
building in Colorado. The building exemplifies how the LEEDTM system
can help minimize waste, reduce water use, and achieve high indoor air
quality (IAQ). The new facility also cut energy consumption and costs by
using low-emissivity glazing, an evaporative condenser, variable-frequency
motor drives, and high-efficiency indirect lighting.  

To conserve water, the landscaping incorporates native plantings and
uses non-potable water exclusively for irrigation. Interior water fixtures
use 20 percent less water compared to conventional fixtures. To reduce the
impact of new construction on natural resources, the project recycled
construction waste and purchased materials and products with high
recycled-content. Over 50 percent of all waste leaving the construction
site was recycled. Over 90 percent of the office furniture contains high-
recycled-content materials and 85 percent of furniture packaging was
reused or recycled by the furniture manufacturer.  In addition, the project
selected many building materials that were manufactured within a 500-
mile radius of Denver to reduce transportation-related air emissions and
fuel consumption.

High IAQ was achieved using low-VOC adhesives, sealants, paints,
coatings and carpet. An IAQ management plan was followed during
construction, and a 2-week, 100-percent outside air flushout period was
conducted at all three campus buildings prior to building occupancy.

The new South Building provides bike racks and access to public
transportation for the occupants. Showers are available in the North
Building for all campus employees. Employees also are able to access
traffic information and find carpool partners using a unique “T-Rex
Tamer” web-based information system. Congratulations to CH2M
HILL and its employees!
